CosiMate 2009.06 v6.0.1 has to be installed prior an installation of the Interface Development Package.

The installation of the IDP plugin for Eclipse requires Eclipse 3.2 or higher (3.3 is recommended), the CDT
environment, and the WST environment (more specifically the XML editor).

Intended users of this package are software engineers responsible for developing modeling and simulation
environments. Nevertheless, all users who have a sufficient knowledge in C code should be comfortable in
developing with the Interface Development Package (IDP).
